Skola je namijenjena mladez hrvatskoga podrijetla i svim drugim studentima koji Zele upoznati Hrvatsku, steéi ili
prosiriti svoje znanje o njoj, nauciti ili usavrsiti hrvatski jezik. SveuciliSnu $kolu mogu pohadati i ucitelji hrvatskoga
kao inoga jezika koji se Zele usavrSavati u podrucju ovladavanja inim jezikom sudjelujuci u nastavi i pohadajuc¢i predmet
koji je samo njima namijenjen.

Sveucilisna Skola ima dugu tradiciju, njezina je povijest zapocela 1980. godine kada je Hrvatska matica iseljenika
pokrenula program Ljetne $kole hrvatskog jezika i folklora. Godine 1991. akademski dio programa preuzima Sveuciliste
u Zagrebu.

AKADEMSKI PROGRAM obuhvaéa 110 Skolskih sati nastave, 95 sati obavezne nastave 1 15 sati dodatne nastave
(jedan skolski sat traje 45 minuta). Jezi¢na se nastava sastoji od odvojenih gramatickih i lektorskih sati. Znanje
hrvatskoga jezika dijeli se na tri razine: pocetnu, srednju i naprednu.

PROGRAM 1Z HRVATSKE KULTURE | POVIJESTI sastavni je dio Skolekoji organizira Hrvatska maticaiseljenika.
Program podrazumijeva

e akademskai terenskapredavanja o hrvatskoj kulturi i povijesti;

e strucno vodene posjete razli¢itim kulturnim i znanstvenim institucijama te umjetnickim izlozbama, kazaliSnim

predstavama i koncertima,

e studijske izlete u Hrvatsko zagorje i Plitvicka jezera.
Polaznici koji poloZe ispite dobivaju diplomu Sveucilista u Zagrebu, svjedodZzbu s upisanim ocjenama te (tko treba)
potvrdu o ostvarenim ECTS bodovima (8 ECTS bodova za jezik/1 ECTS bod za kulturu).

The University School of Croatian Language and Culture is offered to persons of Croatian background, as well as to
any students who want to learn (more) about the Croatian language and culture. The University School may be atended
by teachers of Croatian as aforeign language who wish to improve in the field of Second Language Acquisition (SLA)
by participating in classes and attending class (Croatian as L2) designed specifically for them.

University School has a long tradition, its history began in 1980 when the Croatian Heritage Foundation launched
Summer School of Croatian Language and Folklore. University of Zagreb took over the academic part of the program
in 1991.

THE ACADEMIC PROGRAM comprises of 110 hours, this includes 95 hours of obligatory classes and 15 hours of
facultative classes (each session lasts 45 min.). Language classes include grammar lessons and language excercises, i.e.
The Croatian course isoffered at three levels (beginner, intermediate and advanced).

All academic lectures and study visits on CROATIAN CULTURE & HISTORY make apart of the program organised
by the Croatian Heritage Foundation.

e Academic lectures: Croatian Culture & History in the European & Global Context

e Guided study visits to museums, art galleries, cultural institutions, concerts, theatre & theatre performances

e Study trips to Croatian Hinterland and Plitvice Lakes
Students who pass the exam receive adiploma from the University of Zagreb, agrade report based on achievement and
(if they require) confirmation of achieved ECTS credits (8 ECTS credits for Language/1 ECTS credit for Culture).
